Take Courses from a 
Different Program

Don't be afraid to take a course that is 
seemingly unrelated to your field of 
study. If you're in Space Studies, try 
taking a Philosophy course.

Add a Certificate or Minor

Do you have at least 18 semester hours of 
General Elective space to complete?
Consider adding a certificate or minor to 
your program. 

Certificates and Minors provide 
additional content and knowledge 
related to your program; or can be in a 
different field of study entirely.
